Pablo Trapero

Argentinian cinema has enjoyed increasing success during the last decade and
Pablo Trapero has emerged as one of the country’s most influential and
important film-makers. BFI Southbank celebrates his work and presents a
retrospective of his small, but impressive, body of work, including a Special
Release of his fourth feature, Born and Bred (2006).

Trapero’s early shorts, Mocoso Malcriado (1993) and Negocios (1995), are insightful
observations of life in the sprawling suburbs of Buenos Aires and see him
developing his style. Crane World (1999), his debut feature, announced the arrival
of a highly distinctive new talent and gained him critical acclaim and numerous
awards from film festivals around the world. Breaking free from classic narrative
models, Trapero’s films offer authentic and compassionate character studies
which resonate with both Argentinean and international audiences. El Bonaerense
(2002) (selected for Un Certain Regard at Cannes) follows a small-town lock-smith
who becomes part of the corrupt and notorious Buenos Aires local police force.
Familia Rodante (2004) examines the pros and cons of family ties, captured with
perfect naturalism by Trapero’s probing camera and note-perfect performances.
Born and Bred is a beautifully handled study of grief, identity and the aftermath of
trauma. With a profoundly moving central performance and breathtaking
cinematography it is arguably Trapero’s most assured feature to date.

Shifting from the initial sketch of near-complacent urban happiness to a more detailed
portrait of a directionless existence in the remote and wintry wastelands of northern
Patagonia, Trapero explores how Santi’s daily routine is shadowed by a range of painful
emotions: grief, anger, guilt, despair, apathy and, just occasionally, in his dealings with
the colleagues and locals he meets while working at a dilapidated rural airport, friendship
and desire. Stunning cinematography, Pfening’s fine performance and an elliptical,
meticulously measured narrative combine to provide deft and telling psychological
insights, making for a movie that is at once beautiful, illuminating and, in the final
analysis, deeply moving.

Crane World (Mundo Griia)

Fifty-something single dad Rulo, jobless and cherishing memories of brief success as a 70s
pop bassist, hears of a chance to become a crane driver... Beautifully shot (mostly at
weekends over the course of a year) in black and white, this is a touching, telling, deeply
humane study of how an ordinary man, his family and friends are affected by widespread

unemployment.

El Bonaerense
Arg-Chil-Fr-Neth 2002.With Jorge Roman, Mimi Ard{, Dario Levy. 102min. EST. 15

Through nepotistic connections, a smalltown locksmith is given a job in the Buenos Aires
police department, and slowly but surely learns the wicked ways of the city. Subtle social
comment combines with sharp character studies to produce a lucid, low-key drama of
great assurance. As ever, Trapero elicits supremely credible performances from his cast,

while vividly evoking the effect of environment upon individual lives.

Familia Rodante
Arg-Braz-Fr-Ger-Sp-UK 2004.With Federico Esquerro, Liliana Capurro. 103min. EST. 15

The ‘rolling family’ is a boisterous, bickering clan, packed into an old camper van as they
accompany octogenarian Emilia from Buenos Aires to a wedding at the far-off Brazilian
border. There’s little plot — just a wise, witty, rambling narrative that speaks volumes
about the pros and cons of familial ties. And the final shot is a lovely tribute to human

resilience in the face of — well, life.

Poet of the Suburbs: Three Shorts

Mocoso Malcriado (1993, 19min, EST) and Negocios (1995, 17min, EST) saw Trapero hone his
skills as an insightful observer of life in the sprawling outskirts of Greater Buenos Aires,
previously seldom seen in Argentine cinema. With its cast and subject matter (everyday
life in an ironmonger’s), the latter clearly anticipates Crane World. Naikor, la estacion de
servicio (2001, 45 mins, EST) was made after that first feature, as a special commission
from the Rotterdam Film Festival, and concerns a dockworker hoping to attain fame

through the movies.
